On the above date and time the Ventura City Fire Department responded to a report of smoke coming from a single car garage. The
first arriving engine company found a row of 10 single unit garage units with smoke coming from one a middle unit. When
firefighters opened the garage door they found the contents of the garage ablaze. The fire was quickly extinguished and no
adjoining units were damaged.

The fire cause and origin remain under investigation, however, based on the contents of the garage it appears to have been used
as an illegal dwelling. No injuries were reported as a result of this incident.
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
